2009 May Day Race Information

The May Day race is very popular and it is not uncommon for the alpine field to fill before
the entry deadline is reached. Alpine entries will close as soon as the field is full or the
entry deadline is reached. In the past years entries have closed prior to entry deadline
date.

The May Day Alpine Race is a non-seeded club race. The draw will be a computer generated
random draw by age class. The start order will be: J5 (10-7) girls followed by J5 (10-7) boys, J4
(12-11) girls, J4 (12-11) boys, J3 girls (14-13), J3 boys (14-13).

X-C RACE: J5 (10-7)-1K, J4 & J3-2K (Trail passes not required) Start will be in waves and the wave size is
dependent on numbers within age class (not to exceed 10 per wave).

X-C SKIS: CLASSIC or SKATE skis, your choice. X-C RENTALS; It is highly recommended you reserve
your x-c rentals in advance or bring them with you to assure having a pair of skis and boots. Most, if not all
of the Bend/Sunriver stores will allow you to pick up your rental the evening before the race.

HELMETS: Required

BIBS & DEPOSIT POLICY: We will be using stretch bibs. There will be a $50 charge if the bib is lost or forgotten, &
an additional $20.00 bib deposit will be required before a new number is issued for that day. When the bib(s) are
returned on the final race day, the deposit will be returned.

THE RACER WILL USE THE SAME BIB NUMBER FOR ALL EVENTS. It is the racer/parents responsibility to see
the bib is in possession when he/she arrives on the hill for the day’s events. Once issued, the bibs will not be
returned until the racer leaves, in most cases on Sunday after the final Alpine race.
